COMMENT OF SPECIAL JOINT COMMITTEE
REGARDING CHANGES TO RULE 2.420
PROPOSED BY THE ACCESS COMMITTEE

Stanford R. Solomon, Chair, Special Joint Committee on Changes to
Rule 2.420 (“Joint Committee”), and John F. Harkness, Jr., Executive Director,
The Florida Bar, submit this Comment in response to an invitation for Comments
in this Court’s October 13, 2008, Publication Notice, issued after the filing of a
petition by the Committee on Access to Court Records (“Access Committee”) that
contains proposed revisions to Florida Rule of Judicial Administration 2.420.

The Joint Committee comprises members of the Rules of Judicial
Administration Committee (“RJA Committee™), the Appellate Court Rules
Committee (“ACRC”), and the Criminal Procedure Rules Committee (“CPRC”),
assisted by members of the Access Committee. The Joint Committee has reviewed
comprehensive reports regarding the succession of proposed changes to Rule 2.420
and has reviewed all Comments filed to date, particularly including the prior
Comments filed by the Joint Committee on September 2, 2008, and the Comments
filed by the RJA Committee on January 12, 2009. Each rules committee
additionally addressed the issue at their face-to-face meetings during The Florida
Bar’s Midyear Meeting on January 15-16, 2009. There was no further feedback to
the Joint Committee from anyone on either the RJIA Committee, the ACRC, or the
CPRC. (The CPRC has indicated that it will file separate Comments directed to
concerns regarding application of the proposed rule to confidential informants, and
has received an extension from this Court to do so by January 30, 2009.)

The Joint Committee is of the opinion that the issues have been thoroughly
addressed in its previous Comments and in the Comments filed by the rules
committees, and that no further Comment is necessary.
